In this seminar, we will explore selected topics from two closely related disciplines: ’ ';:]:?;‘ :

cultural anthropology and ethnology. Both fields seek to explain how people construct meaning in their lives

and how cultural practices shape human experience.
We will begin by clarifying the main areas of study within ethnography and cultural anthropology. The seminar
will then focus on a range of key questions, including:
« What does it mean to be a “person” in different cultural contexts?
« When does childhood end and adulthood begin, and who determines these boundaries in various cultures
across the world?
« How does language influence the ways people think, communicate, and interpret the world?

« How do material objects—such as clothing, food, or architecture—acquire symbolic meaning?

Students will be assessed primarily on active participation and are expected to express their own
opinions during discussions. Regular attendance and the completion of assigned tasks will also form
part of the overall assessment.

The seminar will be conducted in English. Students are expected to understand English at the
Maturita level (B2). Each session will additionally include a short grammar exercise related

to the seminar topic, following a CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) approach.

Ample opportunity will be provided
for the students to raise and discuss subjects of importance to them, however provocative,
thereby encouraging constructive yet passionate debates. There will also be regular exercises
to strengthen those skills specifically required for the oral maturita exam. Although writing

will be minimal, all students will be expected to talk at length, without fear of getting it wrong.
Indeed, like all great places of learning, these sessions will be seen as safe havens for pushing

ourselves and making mistakes!
